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The National Electrical Code (NEC) falls under the purview of the National Fire Protection 
Association and is also known as NFPA 70.  The NEC is the governing document for 
residential, commercial, industrial and special installations for the USA and is also used in 
other countries.  It is revised on a three year cycle after which individual states and 
municipalities adopt it.  Many states and municipalities are slow to adopt the current version 
of the NEC while others adopt the NEC with addendums enforceable in their respective areas.   
Attached is a map detailing the adoption of the 2017 NEC by state, along with a listing of the 
implementation date for the coinciding state.
